2009 Grant Procedure 
Preamble
ASEKOL Fund is a designation for financial means earmarked from the budget of ASEKOL s.r.o., a company with its registered office in Prague 4, Dobrušská 1/1797, Postal Code 14700, Id. No. 273 73 231, registered in the Commercial Register kept by the Municipal Court in Prague, Section C, Inset 109190, hereinafter “ASEKOL s.r.o.” Based on decision of the Ministry of the Environment Ref. No. 5193/ENV/720/05 of December 22, 2005, ASEKOL s.r.o. is registered in the List of Producers of Electrical and Electronic Equipment kept by the Ministry of the Environment as the operator of a collective scheme for categories of electrical and electronic equipment 3, 4, 7, 8 and 10, hereinafter the “ASEKOL Collective Scheme”. 
The ASEKOL Fund (hereinafter the “Fund”) was established on the basis of a decision of the Executive of ASEKOL s.r.o. following prior discussion and approval of establishment of the Fund at a meeting of the Supervisory Board of ASEKOL s.r.o. The purpose of the Fund and the conditions of provision of financial support are stipulated in the Statute of the Fund, which is available for downloading at www.asekol.cz in the ASEKOL Fund section. 
The mission and purpose of the Fund is to provide financial or material support to non-profit and publicly beneficial projects concerning related to taking back and recycling electrical and electronic equipment (EEE) as well as increasing the overall effectiveness of the system of taking back EEE, aimed particularly at the following:
a)

creation of new or increasing the number of the existing take-back sites of EEE in a specific area or improvement of their accessibility for citizens; hereinafter the “Intensity Program”;
b)
improvement of the existing take-back sites, increasing their capacity, their reconstruction or improvement of their equipment with regard to taking back EEE; hereinafter the “Reconstruction Program”;
c)
education and awareness raising in the area of the taking back and recycling EEE; hereinafter the “Awareness Program”;
c)
research and development of technologies in the area of logistics, take-back and recycling of EEE; hereinafter the “Research Program”;
Support can be provided in the form of a donation or long-term lease.
Decisions on the selection of projects are made by the Council of the ASEKOL Fund, which is composed, for example, of the representatives of the Federation of Cities and Towns, Association of Publicly Beneficial Services and producers.
1. “Intensity” Program 
Objective of the program pursuant to the Statute of the Fund:
Creation of new or increasing the number of the existing take-back sites for EEE in the specific area or improvement of their accessibility for citizens. 
Program topics for 2009:
· drawing up a design documentation for the construction of new waste collection yards where a take-back site of EEE will be established,
· building specialized permanent sites for the take-back of EEE (outside waste collection yards) 
· acquisition of containers for container collection of minor EEE in stationary containers on streets,
· establishment of take-back sites for minor EEE on publicly accessible premises (authorities, information centers, libraries, schools, etc.)
Applicants:
· municipalities, associations of municipalities, regions,
· other entities (e.g. pick-up companies) may apply only in association with the above-specified entities, where preference will be given to legal persons with respect to which regional and local authorities perform the tasks of their founder or have a majority ownership interest or a majority of votes at the time of lodging the application
Co-financing:
The minimum co-financing by the applicant in the performance of the project equals 20% of the total cost of the project.
Anticipated scope of the projects:
Projects with the minimum total cost in the amount of CZK 20,000.00 and maximum total cost in the amount of CZK 350,000.00 will be supported. The anticipated amount of the total cost of the project ranges from approx. CZK 100,000.00 to 150,000.00.
Criteria for project selection:
· coverage of an area with low density of take-back sites of EEE 
· finding new methods of implementation of the take-back of EEE
· economic meaningfulness of the project 
· amount of co-funding by the applicant
· increasing the degree of take-back of EEE
2. “Reconstruction” Program 
Objective of the program pursuant to the Statute of the Fund:
Improvement of the existing take-back sites, increasing their capacity, their reconstruction or improvement of their equipment with regard to taking back EEE.
Program topics for 2009:
· increasing the safeguarding of waste collection yards or, as the case may be, other permanent take-back sites, against breaking and entering (e.g. fencing, installation of a camera surveillance system, etc.)
· increasing the capacity of waste collection yards or, as the case may be, other permanent take-back sites for the purposes of taking back EEE (e.g. construction of reinforced surfaces, sheds, etc.)
Applicants:
· municipalities, associations of municipalities, regions, operators of waste collection yards
· other entities (e.g. pick-up companies) may apply only in association with the above-specified entities, where preference will be given to legal persons with respect to which the regional and local authorities perform the tasks of their founder or have a majority ownership interest or a majority of votes at the time of lodging the application
Cofinancing:
The minimum co-financing by the applicant in the performance of the project equals 30 % of the total cost of the project.
Anticipated scope of the projects:
Projects with the minimum total cost in the amount of CZK 20,000.00 and maximum total cost in the amount of CZK 500,000.00 will be supported. The anticipated amount of the total cost of the project ranges from approx. CZK 100,000.00 to CZK 200,000.00.
Criteria for project selection:
· implementation in a contractual municipality of the ASEKOL Collective Scheme 
· amount of co-funding by the applicant
· increasing the degree of taking back EEE
3. “Awareness” Program 
Objective of the program pursuant to the Statute of the Fund:
Education and awareness raising in the area of taking back and recycling EEE
Program topics for 2009:
· awareness-raising projects for the general public 
· production of awareness-raising materials aimed at taking back EEE
· local awareness-raising campaigns
Applicants:
· municipalities, associations of municipalities, regions,
· NGOs
· other entities (e.g. pick-up companies) may apply only in association with the above-specified entities, where preference will be given to legal persons with respect to which the regional and local authorities perform the tasks of their founder or have a majority ownership interest or a majority of votes at the time of lodging the application
Co-financing:
The minimum co-financing by the applicant in the performance of the project equals 15 % of the total cost of the project.
Anticipated scope of the projects:
Projects with the minimum total cost in the amount of CZK 20,000.00 and maximum total cost in the amount of CZK 500,000.00 will be supported. The anticipated amount of the total cost of the project ranges from approx. CZK 100,000.00 to CZK 200,000.00.
Criteria for project selection:
· implementation in contractual municipalities of the ASEKOL Collective Scheme 
· creativity of the solution
· expected number of consumers (citizens) addressed
· amount of co-funding by the applicant
· effect on increasing the degree of taking back EEE
4. “Research” Program
Objective of the program pursuant to the Statute of the Fund:
Support to research projects in the area of taking back and recycling of EEE
Program topics for 2009:
Projects with the following aims can be submitted, for example:
· studies aimed at LCA – analysis of the lifecycle of EEE with a focus on the discarding stage (recycling) 
· evaluation of the costs of collection of old EEE by means of waste collection yards and mobile pick-up
· methods of treatment of LCD and plasma screens and displays
· analysis – evaluation of the possibilities of preventing the production of waste from EEE in households 
· analysis of the occurrence of waste from EEE in municipal waste
Applicants:
· research institutes, universities
· business companies and self-employed persons with appropriate references
· other entities may apply only in association with the above-specified entities
Co-financing:
The minimum co-financing by the applicant in the performance of the project equals 10% of the total cost of the project.
Anticipated scope of the projects:
Projects with the minimum total cost in the amount of CZK 20,000.00 and maximum total cost in the amount of CZK 300,000 will be supported. The anticipated amount of the total cost of the project ranges from approx. CZK 100,000.00 to CZK 200,000.00.
Criteria for project selection:
· planned scope of the study in terms of structure and territorial coverage 
· use of results
· applicant’s references and experience
· comprehensiveness, quality and feasibility of the submitted proposal
Conditions for lodging applications to the Grant Procedure:
Applications for the Grant Procedure are to be submitted using the form “Application to the Grant Procedure”, which is available at www.asekol.cz in the ASEKOL Fund section.
