NOTICE OF COOPERATION BETWEEN THE ASEKOL AND ECOBAT COLLECTIVE SCHEMES
We would like to announce that a cooperation agreement has been concluded between the ASEKOL s.r.o. collective scheme, providing for take-back of used electrical and electronic equipment (EEE), and the Ecobat s.r.o. collective scheme, providing for take-back of portable batteries and accumulators. The agreement applies to those batteries and accumulators that have been placed on the market in the Czech Republic by ASEKOL’s clients as part of EEE or that were enclosed with this equipment at the time of their sale. This includes a total of 32 types of products included in the tariff list of ASEKOL (e.g. remote controls, video cameras, still cameras, wireless mice, keyboards, headsets, bicycle computers, etc.).
The agreement will allow all ASEKOL’s clients to perform their statutory duty to take back the inserted or attached batteries without the need for keeping very complex records of the quantities, types and weight of these batteries. Therefore, the clients of the ASEKOL collective scheme need not register in the Ecobat collective scheme, nor do they have to fill in any reports, except for a report on the quantity of EEE placed on the market. 
Based on a professional study of the occurrence of batteries and accumulators in categories 3, 4, 7 and 8 of EEE, a lump-sum fee will be specified every year; this fee will be paid by ASEKOL to Ecobat, on behalf of its clients, for providing for taking back portable batteries and accumulators. 
Furthermore, the Ecobat collective scheme will provide the following services for ASEKOL’s clients on the basis of the agreement:
· taking back the originally inserted/enclosed batteries at the current take-back sites
· taking back the originally inserted/enclosed batteries from Asekol’s contractual treatment operators
· establishment of new take-back sites at those clients of Asekol who show interest
· performance of the duty pursuant to Section 38 of the Waste Act for Asekol’s clients, including compiling the final report.
