The mark shall be provided directly on the equipment using a separate tag and/or on the data plate of the equipment so that the mark is permanent, visible and indelible. Example of marking:

II.b)

The marking of products put on the market after 13 August 2005 shall be performed by the producer pursuant to Section 9 (2) (b) of the Decree by indicating the 08/2005 symbol in combination with the take-back and separate collection symbols pursuant to Annex No. 7, form No. 2 of the Decree. The mark shall take the form of a single joint tag or two separate tags. The mark shall be permanent, visible and indelible. The take-back and separate collection symbols shall be indicated pursuant to ČSN EN 61429/A11. Example of marking:

The marking of products put on the market after 13 August 2005 shall be performed by the producer pursuant to Section 9 (2) (c) of the Decree using the graphic symbol pursuant to Annex No. 7, form No. 1, which shall be indicated directly on the equipment using a separate tag and/or on the data plate of the equipment so that the mark is permanent, visible and indelible. The mark shall be indicated pursuant to the harmonised standard ČSN EN50419. Example of marking:
